This year National H.O.G. challenged each and every United States H.O.G. chapter to collect money for the USO 
during the months of November and December. Each chapter that submits a minimum of $500 will receive a 
special certificate, with the top fund-raising chapter receiving special recognition. We kicked off our fund-raising 
efforts at the Western Reserve H.O.G. Appreciation Night, earning $240 through a 50/50 raffle. In an effort to raise 
additional monies to attain the minimum goal of $500, LOH graciously stepped up and donated all tips made from 
the H.O.G. volunteers who gift wrapped at the dealership on Saturdays and Sundays. On Monday and Wednesday 
nights Debbie Trolli, Butch Woodburn, and I wrapped giftsðwith the tips going to the USO fund. The dealership 
employees generously contributed their tips to the cause. (Thank you, everyone!) As of the writing of this article we 
were well on our way to reaching the $500 minimum donation! 
  
The USO was founded under President Franklin D. Roosevelt in 1941, to lift the spirits of American troops and 
their families during World War II. The USO has vowed to be there until "everyone comes home." Although it's not 
a governmental agency, the USO is recognized by the President, Congress, and the Department of Defense. 
  
USO programs include Families of the Fallen Support, offering support to families awaiting the return of a fallen 
loved one; MEGS, providing portable, self-supportive gaming systems to our troops all over the world; Operation 
USO Care Packages, where our donations will be directed; Sesame Street Workshop, to help children from 2 to 
6 years of age to cope with deployment of family members; and USO Operation Phone Home in addition to a 
variety of other social and entertainment programs. 
  
More widely know is USO Entertainment. On May 6, 1941, Bob Hope was the first celebrity to perform for the 
military, performing at March Field (now March Air Force Base) in California. Comedian Joe E. Brown was the first 
entertainer to visit the front-line in March of 1942, visiting Alaska and the Aleutian Islands. This year stars of 
ñPsychò Featuring Kurt Fuller, Maggie Lawson, Timothy Omundson, and James Roday, are amongst the 
numerous celebrities scheduled to entertain our troops. 
  
The USO has centers located all over the world and the United States, including Ohio. Just last year an expanded 
Bob Hope Lounge staffed by USO members reopened at Cleveland Hopkins Airport, giving our troops a place to 
rest, snack, meet family, and resolve traveling problems. For more information on the USO or how you can help 
our troops visit http://www.uso.org.
